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                             SHINGLES VACCINE  
 

WHAT IS SHINGLES?  
Shingles is a painful skin rash, often with blisters. It is also called Herpes Zoster. A 
shingles rash usually appears on one side of the body and lasts 2 to 4 weeks. 
Other symptoms can include fever, headache, chills and upset stomach. Very 

rarely, a shingles infection can lead to pneumonia, hearing problems, blindness, 
brain inflammation or death. For about 1 in 5, severe pain can continue even after the rash 

clears. This is called post-herpetic neuralgia. Shingles is caused by the Varicella Zoster virus, 
the same virus that causes chickenpox. Only someone who has had chickenpox or had the chick-
enpox vaccine can get shingles. You cannot catch shingles from another person. However, a per-
son who has never had chickenpox (or the vaccine) could get chickenpox from someone with shin-
gles. This is not very common. 
 
SHINGLES VACCINE:  
A vaccine for shingles was licensed in 2006. In clinical trials, the vaccine prevented shingles in 
about half of people 60 years of age and older. It can also reduce the pain associated with shin-
gles. 
A single dose of shingles vaccine is indicated for adults 60 years of age or older. 
 
WHO SHOULD NOT RECEIVE THE VACCINE? :  
· If you are allergic to gelatin, the antibiotic neomycin, or any other component of the vaccine you 

should not get this vaccine. 
· If you have a weakened immune system you should not receive the vaccine. 
· Talk to your physician if you feel you are at risk. 
· Active tuberculosis 
· Pregnancy  
· Anyone who is moderately or severely ill should wait until they have recovered before getting 

the vaccine. This includes anyone with a temperature of 101.3 F or higher. 
 
WHAT ARE THE RISKS FROM SHINGLES VACCINE? :  
A vaccine, like any medication, could possibly cause serious problems, such as severe allergic re-
actions. However the risk of serious harm is extremely small. No serious problems have been 
identified with shingles vaccine. 
 
MILD PROBLEMS  
· Redness, soreness, or itching at the injection site. 
· Headache 
Like all vaccines, shingles vaccine is being closely monitored for unusual or severe problems.

This kind-hearted man took 
his $20 and bought a bunch of 
Shuey's Pretzels and started to 
resell them for a delivery charge 
of one dollar to his friends and a 
growing "clientele" in Lebanon 
County.

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If you have never stayed awake 
to hear the courageous song of one 
small bird breaking into the still-
ness of night, consider it. It is a 
God-moment. 

If you haven’t sat down lately 
with a cup of tea and simply ad-
mired the view (any view indoors 
or outdoors) consider doing it. It is 
a God-moment. 

If you worry about rather than 
cherish the lifelines on your face in 
the bathroom mirror each day, look 
again. These are God-moments. 

I used to think God-moments 
were special, set-apart moments, 
perhaps brought on by praying in 
particular ways. Gradually I have 
come to see that these graced mo-
ments fill ordinary days and shyly 

invite our recognition and response. 

I recently heard a group of Abo-
riginal people saying that they 
knew when it was the right time to 
hold an event, because the pelican 
came again. People who live 
closely to the earth and the events 
of everyday life have a depth of 
spirit that can’t be gotten through 
books and tapes or workshops and 
teachers. 

Life’s daily, God-given mo-
ments are full of metaphors, sym-
bols, signs, and invitations. Jesus 
knew this, when he talked about 
water and wine, salt and bread, 
grapevines and seeds, to teach 
about the profound realities of his 
Way. 

But we grow ever more busy 

and seek external 
resources for our 
spiritual journey, and we do not see 
and hear what is softly placed on 
the path we walk along. 

I had a friend once who found, 
on the birth of her first child, that 
the quiet, reflective moments she 
cherished were going to be “on 
hold” for some time. But she under-
stood that her spirituality was not 
being sidelined. She developed a 
practice of lighting a small candle 
in places in her home where pre-
cious, ordinary things took place – 
bathing the baby, sharing a meal, or 
ironing the family’s clothes. It was 
her way of cherishing the God-
moments.
